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In attendance:  Councilor Brian Scholin, Councilor Paul Miller, Councilor Mary Kay Sloan, Mayor Carl Pederson, and Councilor Steve Ovick; as well as Administrator Ken Cammilleri; and Liquor Operations Manager Lara Smetana.
Absent:  Community Development Director Nathan Johnson; Public Works Director Maury Montbriand; and Fire Chief Tom Miller.
The Mayor called the meeting to order at approximately 6:30 p.m. and led the Council in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Agenda
Correction:  The Council added the Softball Complex Seasonal Maintenance Agreement with Pine City Athletic Association (AKA Summer Rec) under B. 8. of the agenda.
The Council approved the agenda  change by unanimous consent.
Approval of Minutes
Motion by Ovick, seconded by Sloan, to approve the City Council Regular Meeting Minutes for January 6, 2016; January 27, 2016; February 3, 2016; and February 24, 2016.  Motion carried.
Approval of Consent Items
Motion by Miller, seconded by Ovick, to approve consent items: the February 2016 Bills and February 2016 Pine County Fines Reports.    Motion carried.   Council reminded staff to make sure bills are paid timely to avoid late fees and requested that staff inquire to find less costly cellular phone service.
Open Forum
No one was present for the Open Forum.
Sheriff’s Report
No one was present for the Sheriff’s Report.
Presentation: Larry Fredlund, LSF Designs
Mr.  Fredlund presented cost estimates and a preliminary design for renovating the first floor of the Pine Government Center (315 Main Street South) as a new permanent location for the Pine City Hall.      He expected to have an estimate for the general remodel in two weeks.  An alternative location based on square footages to be estimated for a future meeting.  Mr. Fredlund indicated that there will be additional deliverables regarding PGC 1st floor design for City Hall.  The Council did not take action on this item.



Community Development:
Consideration of Resolution 16-18, Consideration of an Amendment to the Pine City Official Zoning Map
Councilor Scholin explained that the proposed amendment to the City’s zoning map only includes the properties that were annexed to the City north to Cross Cut Road for inclusion in A-O Agricultural Open Zoning District, which is standard practice when accepting newly annexed land into the City.  The annexed properties were added to the City based on an existing orderly annexation agreement with Pokegama Township.
Scholin made a motion, seconded by Ovick, to adopt Resolution 16-18, Amendment to the Pine City Official Zoning Map.  The motion passed 5-0, with Pederson, Sloan, Ovick, Scholin and Miller voting yes and none voting against.
Administration:  
Consideration of Hiring Green Steps Intern Molly Kjellesvig, UWD Work-Study Program 
Staff recommended to the Council the approval of the hire of an intern to assist with preparations needed to obtain the next step of the Minnesota Green Step Cities process.  Cammilleri noted that 75% of wages would be covered under the CERTs program leaving the City with approximately $350 in costs.  Council requested that updates on the intern’s progress be provided periodically and requested an exit interview with be completed.  Motion by Sloan, seconded by Scholin, to approve the hire of Molly Kjellesvig as an intern at 100 hours at the rate of $10.00 per hour. Motion carried.

Resolution 16-19 – To Accept Proposal on the Negotiated Sale of $1,315,000 General Obligation Crossover Refunding Bonds, Series 2016A, and Levying a Tax for the Payment Thereof
Monte Eastvold of Northland Securities, Inc. explained the cross-over bond refunding of the 2011 Fire Hall Building Bonds.  Motion by Miller, seconded Ovick, to accept the proposal for the Negotiated Sale of $1,315,000 General Obligation Crossover Refunding Bonds, Series 2016A, and Levying a Tax for the Payment Thereof.  Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote. Motion by Scholin, seconded by Sloan, to approve a service contract with Northland Securities, Inc. to complete bond underwriting services for the City for the Crossover Refunding Bonds, Series 2016A.  Motion carried.  Northland Securities plans to close on bond issue on April 6, 2016.
Appointment to East Central Regional Development
The City of Pine City was selected to serve as Pine County’s municipal representative for 2016, which requires the City Council to appoint and select a representative from the Council to serve on the Commission.  Motion by Ovick, seconded by Pederson, to appoint Scholin as representative and Sloan as an alternate representative to the East Central Regional Development Commission.  Motion carried.

Pay Request
Pay request for Insurance.  Motion by Miller, seconded by Pederson to approve a pay request to League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust (LMCIT) for $ 59, 516 for general/liability insurance and a request to LMCIT for $44,956.00 for Worker’s Compensation Insurance.  Motion carried.  
Chamber Lease 
The Council reviewed the Pine Area Chamber Sub-Lease Proposal and selected Version 2, but requested that Section 4.1 of Agreement to include summary of activity competed by the Chamber.  Staff requested to amend the lease accordingly and to have it ready for approval at next meeting.  No Council action was taken.
Act on Alzheimer’s Action Communities – Fiscal Agent Request
Sloan described the program which is intended to help Pine City to become a more dementia friendly activity community.  City is requested to be a fiscal agent for the grant.  Motion by Scholin, seconded by Pederson, to approve the request to have the City serve as fiscal agent for the Act on Alzheimer’s Action Communities Grant.  Motion carried.
(Added to Agenda) Ballfield Maintenance Agreement
Cammilleri and Smetana explained the concept behind the agreement to contract ballfield maintenance with the Pine City Athletic Association (Summer Rec) for the 2016 season.  The Council discussed the merits of contracting out the ball field maintenance services.  Scholin and Sloan expressed concerns over the agreement.  Motion by Ovick, second Pederson, to approve the contract for service for the maintenance of the ballfields at the City’s Athletic Fields Complex for the 2016 season with the Pine City Athletic Association.    Motion carried, with Scholin voting against approval.
Mayor 
The Mayor updated the Council on progress of the fire contracts and indicated that the possibility of completing the agreements this month should be likely.
The Mayor further indicated that an update on the hotel study forthcoming in the next few weeks.
Some Council members expressed their concerns about approvals by other committees not being directed to the City Council for final approval.  Staff was directed to make sure that minute language from the City’s committees and commissions should reflect recommendations rather than approvals.
