
City Council Minutes
April 6, 2016

[bookmark: _GoBack]In attendance:  Councilor Brian Scholin, Mayor Carl Pederson, Councilor Mary Kay Sloan; and Councilor Steve Ovick; and Councilor Paul Miller; as well as Administrator Ken Cammilleri; Community Development Director Nathan Johnson; Public Works Director Maury Montbriand; Public Works Administrative Assistant Lisa Dunbar; Liquor Operations Manager Lara Smetana; and S.E.H. Engineer Greg Anderson
Absent:  None
The Mayor called the meeting to order at approximately 6:30 p.m. and led the Council in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Agenda
There were two proposed additions to the agenda, consideration of a new hire at the liquor store (No. 7 under administration) and the discussion of the purchase of a property from Commonwealth Development (No. 8 under administration).  Scholin also wanted to discuss attendance (No. 9) at the League of Minnesota Cities conference.
Sloan motioned to approve the agenda as amended, and it was seconded by Scholin.  The motion carried unanimously.
Minutes
Miller made a motion, seconded by Ovick, to approve the minutes with two corrections, changing the spelling of “S.W.O.T.” to “S.W.A.T.” and including Councilman Miller as an attendee, since he was present.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Consent Agenda
There was a motion made by Scholin, seconded by Ovick, to approve the consent items as presented.  The motion carried all ayes.
Open Forum
No one was present for the Open Forum.
Sheriff’s Report
Deputy Garrett Munson introduced himself and apologized for not having statistics.  He reported that there had been a lot of vehicle thefts and thefts from within vehicles.  One such vehicle was started on fire and another had $10,000 worth of tools taken from it.  He proposed an ordinance to the City, with language about loitering and lurking.  This was referred to the Ordinance Review Committee as the Council had mixed views about such an ordinance.  


Consideration of Ordinance #16-02, Amending Section 405.06, Subd. 2 
Scholin made a motion to adopt Ordinance 16-02, seconded by the Mayor.  The motion carried on a roll call vote with Miller, Sloan, Scholin, Ovick and Pederson voting in favor.  None voted against.
Consideration of Properties to Remove from the Pine County Tax Forfeiture List
Cammilleri explained that there were a number of tax forfeited properties that the City can ask the County to remove from the tax forfeiture list.  
Scholin made a motion, seconded by Sloan, to have the County remove the mill property and Fawn Meadows Outlots A and B from their auction list.  The motion carried all ayes.
Review Final Building Assessment from LSF Design and Additional Pay Request 
Cammilleri said that the final assessment was included in the packet.  Windows are in good condition.  The budget identified various priorities, ranging from Priority 1 which was to continue to lease the space as is but correct code or safety deficiencies through Priority 3, with the most long-term upgrades but the highest cost.  Cammilleri will be meeting with the County to discuss the price of Pine Government Center and to see what the County’s facility priorities are.   Staff was asked to get clarification on Priority 2.5.  
Additionally, Cammilleri informed the Council of LSF Design’s request for an additional $3,500.   The CAD drawings will not be provided if this pay request is not met.  There is a mutual understanding that the City is not obligated to pay the $3,500.   He said the project was also delayed.   Based on the language in the agreement, it appears that LSF has met the terms of the proposal, just not to Staff’s satisfaction.  
Ovick made a motion to deny the extra payment, seconded by Miller.  The motion carried unanimously.
Consideration of Request from Pine City Ambassador Program for Donation
After review and discussion of the request for funds for the Pine City Ambassador Program, Scholin said he didn’t believe this met the public purpose criteria, as it benefits an individual rather than community as a whole.   
Scholin made a motion to deny the request, seconded by Ovick.  The motion passed all ayes.
Consider Request for Letter of Support for Pine County’s Environmental Assistance Grant Application 
Cammilleri explained the project the County is trying to vie for funds for, for recycling improvements.  
Sloan made a motion, seconded by Scholin, to write a letter for support.  The motion carried all ayes.
Server Hosting Agreement with ECMECC and SCADA Computer Upgrades
Camilleri said that the agreement would be for $2,500 a year for hosting with ECMECC and that there would be an additional cost for setup, and possibly equipment.  
Scholin made a motion to approve the ECMECC agreement to provide hosting.   The motion was seconded by Sloan and the motion carried all ayes.

Liquor Store Hire
Smetana went over a new seasonal hiring proposal, at a rate of $10.50 an hour.
Ovick made a motion, seconded by Miller, to approve the hire of Mark Meisel, at 10.50 an hour for the seasonal position.  The motion carried all ayes.
Commonwealth Presentation
Erin Anderson presented on behalf of Commonwealth Development Corporation, based in Fond du Lac, Wis.  She said Commonwealth is currently expanding into Minnesota.  She showed examples of housing projects completed in other communities, including a cottage-style project done in Plover, Wis., that she said would be similar to what is being proposed for Pine City.  She said she is looking at about 35 units on the property south of Golden Horizons, along 8th Street SW.
Anderson requested that City Staff prepares a resolution expressing the City’s preliminary approval contingent upon a final development agreement and the project being funded by the State.   
Miller made a motion to have staff prepare a resolution in support of the project.  The motion was seconded by Sloan, and carried unanimously.
Miller made a motion initiate subdivision of the Hilltop property owned by the City, and clean up what is known to staff right now as to rights-of-way within the property, including Golf Avenue near 8th Street, and separate off the park and cemetery, as well.  Sloan seconded and the motion carried all ayes.
League of Minnesota Cities Conference
Scholin acknowledged that the past few years some of the City Councilors have gone to the League of Minnesota Cities Conference.  This year it is June 14-17 in St. Paul.  Sloan and Scholin said they were interested in attending.  Miller and the Mayor were not.  Cammilleri said he will go.
Seasonal Hiring
Montbriand said that the Public Works Dept. has been in the midst of interviews since the Department has lost an employee.  Lenny Larson found a fulltime position, to a PW1.  Paul Huisman had knee issue, so may not return.    Montbriand said he needs three in parks, two in the cemetery, one in the compost, and one in the garden, for total of eight employees.
Miller made a motion to make the recommended, seasonal hires from the list that Montbriand presented, Elijah Haier at $11/hour, Paul Huisman at $11/hour, Harv Lindstrom at $11/hour, Scott Jeanson at $11, Addison Jost at $10/hour, Jordan Pangerl at $10/hour, Eugene Orvis at $10/hour and Reiley Skarda at $10/hour.  Ovick seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
Lawn Mower Purchase and Lease Proposal
Montbriand recommended leasing a mower from Stan’s Equipment for $2,000.  There is no hours/mileage limit.  
Scholin moved, seconded by Sloan, to authorize the lease from Stan’s Equipment for $2,000.  The motion carried all ayes.
Now the City is now not providing the equipment for the softball field maintenance.  Monbriand asked for another lawn mower to purchase.  The Department currently leases one for parks.
Miller moved, seconded by Ovick, to buy the lawn mower from Stan’s Equipment and declare the parks department four wheeler excess property so it can be sold. The motion carried all ayes.
Fire
Chief Miller presented two donations to the Council, from Thrivent Financial’s Kanabec-Pine Chapter in the amount of $350 and from New Horizon Thrift Store in the amount of $500.
Ovick move to accept both donations and send a thank you, and it was seconded by the Mayor.  The motion carried all ayes.
Mayor 
It was stated that the start date for administrative assistant is April 18, 2016 and her name is Carissa Vogel.  The additional stipend of $400 per month for Mr. Johnson for his assistance will be discontinued.
An Executive Committee meeting was set for April 14, at 3 p.m.
Councilman Miller requested that the Fire Committee gets together with all the townships to go over the contract to get everyone on the same page.  Staff will arrange to get quotes for the ladder truck, which is 41 years old and out of commission.
Being there no further business, the meeting adjourned at 9:05 p.m. by unanimous consent.
